     God continues to bless this ministry 
in spite of what seems to be bad.  As 
you know the flood of September that 
went through Florissant destroyed all 
24 Wheels of Hope cars however the 
insurance settlement totaled over 
$70,000 which went into the Wheels of 
Hope work fund.  God still was not 
through yet.  Since Sept. 22nd Wheels 
of Hope has had 45 donations to re-
place those lost 24 vehicles so we are 
back on track to fixing and placing cars 
into needy families in the area.  Still 
God was not through yet as Hunter 
Engineering, a major automotive 
equipment supplier headquartered 
right in St. Louis heard of our losses to 
the ministry cars and donated an over 
$9,000.00 tire changing machine at no 
cost to the Wheels of Hope ministry. 
 God still not done yet, brought Nichol 
Marketing Group  to supply us with a 
state of the art wheel balancer at a sig-
nificantly reduced price saving us over 
$2,500 in  equipment cost and $500.00 
shipping costs which will help not only 
the Wheels of Hope Ministry but will 
also benefit the new automotive ser-
vice department at Hart Auto Body and 
Mechanical Services.  So what we ini-
tially thought was bad God turned out 
to our good to carry out His work in our 
community.  Romans 8:28 comes to 
mind. “For all things work together 
to them that love the Lord and are 
called to His purpose.”
